Cats Cruiser Frequently Asked Questions

What is Cats Cruiser?
· Cats Cruiser is a late night transportation service designed to enhance the safety efforts of the University and surrounding community in partnership with Lextran. The service consists of 4 fixed route, fixed stop bus routes.

When does Cats Cruiser run?
· Cats Cruiser runs every Thursday, Friday and Saturday from 9 p.m. – 3 a.m. during UK’s spring and fall academic terms (semesters).

Where will Cats Cruiser pick me up?
· Cats Cruiser will pick you up at any of the stops on the four routes that are shown on our map. You can access the map at http://uksga.org/catscruiser/catscruiser   

Can I call Cats Cruiser?
· Cats Cruiser is not an on-call service.  In order to get a ride, simply wait at a stop and a bus will be there shortly.

How long will I have to wait at a Cats Cruiser stop?
· The buses run on a continual loop that takes between 20-30 minutes total.  Therefore, the longest you would have to wait is 30 minutes.

How can I tell if it is a Cats Cruiser bus?
· Cats Cruiser buses have a Cats Cruiser logo and/or a Lextran logo.  They are also identifiable by looking at the route colors that are posted above cab of the bus.

Is there a charge to ride the bus?
· For UK students who present their student ID, the bus ride is FREE.  There is a normal Lextran fare of $1 for all non-UK students per ride.

If I lose something on the bus, who do I contact?
· LexTran operates Cats Cruiser buses.  They have a lost and found located at 200 East Vine Street.  You can also contact LexTran at 859-255-7756
